Mackerel Beach residents 
If you have road access, please place your vegetation at the road reserve outside your 
property. For those properties facing the waterfront from 14-34 Ross Smith Parade, place 
your vegetation at the northern corner of Monash and Ross Smith Parade.

Other Western Foreshore residents 
For properties located on Elvina Trail (McCarrs Creek), Wirringulla Avenue (Elvina), 
Sturdee Lane (North Elvina, South Lovett Bay), Bona Crescent (Lovett Bay East, Morning 
Bay) excluding 12 - 34 Bona Crescent, please place your vegetation at the road reserve 
outside your property. For those properties located at West Lovett and Portions, Bonnie 
Doon and Coasters Retreat, 12 - 34 Bona Crescent and The Chase, Lovett Bay, place your 
vegetation at the public wharf*.

*If your collection location is a public wharf, please secure vegetation at the wharf’s entrance point to avoid 
spillage and ensure clear access for pedestrians.

This is a 
free service for garbage collection only.

Other Western Foreshore residents place materials at the public 
wharves. If you have a private wharf waste service and year round tidal 
access you can place your material on your wharf/jetty/pontoon.
